OUTER AIM

INNER AIM

BACKGROUND

John emphasi zes the fact that Jesus revedled Himsdlf as the Messiah and the Son of God. He takes us from
Gdilee back to Jerusdlem. Here Jesus set forth His claim to the Jewish leaders that He was the promised
Messiah through His miraculous hedling of the man who had not walked for the past thirty-eight years.

STUDENT PRAYER

PRESENTATION

Jesus found Himself at Bethesda. Here was a pool enclosed by five porches near the sheep market and
closeto the “Sheep Gate.” The pool was for heding. An angdl moved the waters and the first person to
enter the pool at that time would be hedled. (Note that verse 4 in the King Jamesisnot in dl the
manuscripts.) Here Jesus found people in great need, i.e. the blind, the lame, the paralyzed.

Our attention is drawn to a man who had been an invalid for thirty-eight years. He had no friend to help
him get into the waters, and yet he hoped for acure. Jesus turned the man'’s attention away from the pool
and centered it upon Himsdf (vs.7). Jesus cured the man, and he walked.

This hedling took place on the Sabbath Day, the day of rest. It was not aviolation of the Sabbath rest but a
bringing of rest to this poor man. The Jews became angry at him because he was carrying his rolled-up mat
on the Sabbath Day. Thiswasto them aviolation of the letter of the Sabbath law.



At thistime, the man had no idea WHO had heded him. Jesus who had given him physicd heding dso gave
him spiritua and inward heding. Jesus reminded him of aworse punishment than his physical sckness, i.e.
eternal condemnation.

Jesus revedled Himself to the Jewish leaders as the Messiah and the Son of God (vs. 18). Thelr opposition to
Jesus continued to grow as He revedled Himsdf to them as their Savior, the Son of God who done giveslife.

Note how Jesustied Himself to the Old Testament scriptures. (vs. 36ff). If they would believe the Scriptures,
they would believe in Jesus. However, the rdligious leaders beieved neither Jesus nor the Scriptures.

APPLICATION
Jesus heded this man by His divine power. Diseaseisaresult of sn. Even those people Jesus heded
eventudly died. The find heding from disease will not take place until we are with Jesusin heaven.

Jesus heals us. However, He does not heal all diseases nor does He dways do so with amiracle. Even
sckness has a purpose in strengthening our faith and bringing us closer to Jesus.

The religious leaders rejected Jesus and even wanted to kill Him, not only because He hedled on the Sabbath
Day, but because He claimed to be the Son of God (John 5:18). People today aso react strongly to Jesus
clam to be the Son of God.

Jesusisreveded in the Scriptures. The Old Testament testifies concerning Him.  Jesus encourages us to search
the Scriptures. We are not to casudly read the Bible just on Sundays. We areto dig into the Bible daily and
mine its depths. If you do not find Jesus in the Bible, you have missed the main message of the Scriptures. If
someone does not believe the words of God in the Bible, he or she will not believe Jesus.
