The Bronze Serpent in the Wilderness
Numbers 20:14 - 21:9 & Deuteronomy 2:1-9
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The Story

The people of Israel had been
camping in the desert for 40 years. Does
anyone remember why they had to spend
40 years in the desert? (They had shown
distrust in the Lord when the 12 spies gave
their report. They didn’t trust God to help
them fight their enemies.) The people of
Israel were tired of living in the desert and
were eager to get to their new land.

Moses asked the King of Edom if they
could take a short cut through his country.
Moses promised the king, “We will not go
into any of your fields or eat any of your
food. We will not take any water from your
wells unless we pay for it. We will only stay
on the road.”

But the King of Edom said, “No, you
may not come through my country.” Then
he sent his soldiers to make sure the
Israelites did not come into his country.

The people of Israel were
discouraged. Now they would have to
walk hundreds of miles around the country
of Edom. That would take a long time.
What a long, hot walk that would be!

The people were so unhappy they
started to complain against God and
against Moses. “Why did you make us
leave Egypt to die in the desert?” (They
were forgetting that many years before
they had prayed to God to help them get
free from slavery in Egypt.) The people
cried, “There is no bread or water, and
we’re sick of this miserable food!”

In all of their grumbling and
complaining they were forgetting how
God had miraculously given them water
from a rock, and that God sent them
manna every morning. They were in no
danger of dying in the desert from lack of
food or water with their loving heavenly
Father providing for all their needs.
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This was a sin to complain rather
than thank God. They were showing
that they were not trusting God to
provide for them.

So the Lord sent poisonous
snakes. They bit the people, and many
Israelites died. The people came to
Moses. “We’ve sinned,” they said, “by
talking against the Lord and against
you. Pray to the Lord to take the snakes
away from us.”

Moses prayed for the people.
God would show His love for His people
by saving them.

“Make a snake,” the Lord told
Moses, “and put it on a pole. When
anyone who is bitten looks at it, he will
live.”

Moses made a bronze snake (out
of metal) and put it on a pole. When a
snake bit a man, he looked at the
bronze snake and stayed alive.

When the Children of Israel
turned away from God, He
chastised them and lovingly
brought them back.

The bronze serpent is a picture
of Christ
on the cross,
the cure for our souls.
